This will acknowledge your letter of Uctober 30, 1968
advising our Department of your proposed brush and weed control
project along the Haines-Fairbanks pipeline right-of-way. \

Members of our tecnnical staff have examined the
specifications for the project and it has been noted that you
intend to employ a 500 foot unsprayed buffer -swathe on each side
of rivers and streams. 1In this regard we would like to inform
you that it has been our experience that with the relatively low
fish toxiclty of brushkillers, safety zones greater than 100 feet
are not required.

As requested, a set of strip maps with marked buffer
sones 1s returned to you, and you may consider that the Department
does not object to the aerial application of Tordon 101 at the
specified rates with the provisos that:

(1) The washing of spray equipment and mixing of spray materials
are donc in an area well removed from lakes and streams. or
ditches leading to fish-bearing waters.

(2) Lxcess spray niaterials for disposal should be buried in
plastic containers.
