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Both the forested (valleys) and alpine habitats were
searched, however, the majority (59%Z) of the animals were
observed above 4,000 feet. Treeline occurs at approximately
this elevation. Most of the habitat between 4,000 to 5,000
feet in this area is characterized by an extensive willow -
birch shrub zone which is maintained by climatic factors.
Females with calves were observed at an average elevation

of 4,000 feet (range 2,600 to 5,100 feet), lone females at
an average of 4,500 feet (2,600 to 5,000 feet) and males at
4,000 feet (range 2,700 to 5,000 feet). More data is needed
to determine if the difference in elevation selection be-

tween parous and non-parous females is significant.

The adult sex ratios for this population is 3348d8:4499 or
7583:100992. The calf crop is 41 calves:100 adult 99 or
17%Z of the total population. The yearling recruitment is
7.6%Z of the total population. This latter figure should
be taken with a grain of salt due to the problems with

identification at this time of year.

The resident harvest for this area (subzones 7-21,24,26,
27,31,32) in 1978 was 69 animals. The subzones above en-
compass a larger area than that surveyed, however, it does
suggest that this population is under heavy hunting

pressure.
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
