Free soil test from the Agriculture Branch:

One of the best ways to understand what is going on in your greenhouse or backyard vegetable patch is
to get your soil tested. Soil testing is limited to 1 test a year for Yukon gardeners.

Get your garden trowel and a pail. Randomly stick the trowel into the soil 6 to 8 inches deep. Scoop a
trowel of dirt into the pail. Do this 8 to 10 times across the garden bed. Mix the soil in the pail. Take out
500 grams (approximately 2 cups) to use as your sample.
