Towards a “greener” budget

The NRTEE has provided recommenda-
tions to the federal government on
“greening” the 1997 Budget. NRTEE
.Chair, Dr. Stuart Smith, presented a list
of environmental tax reform initiatives
to the Minister of Finance, the Honour-
able Paul Martin; on November 21. The
proposals address two specific topics:
the tax treatment of energy efficiency,
and environmental restoration trust
funds.

The NRTEE’s proposals are the result
of two studies and a national stakehold-

In the short term, the NRTEE’s
recommendations offer practical incre-
mental changes to the current tax sys-
tem.

The budget recommendations

include:

® Increasing the yearly capital cost
allowance (CCA) from 4% to 30% of
the declining balance for investments
in new and existing commercial build-
ings that improve energy perfor-
mance. To qualify, new commercial
buildings must have energy perfor-
mance levels that are 50% better than
the new National Energy Code for
Buildings (NECB) reference level.
Improvements to existing commercial
buildings must meet the latest NECB
levels for new buildings.

® Giving new home buyers a tax credit
of up to $2,000 if they purchase new
homes with energy performance at
least 20% better than the federal gov-
ernment’s R-2000 program reference
levels. '

~® Permitting homeowners to borrow up

to $7,000 from their Registered
Retirement Savings Plan to invest in
renovations for energy efficiency and
heating/cooling from renewable energy.
This is subject to certification that
energy performance will be improved
by at least 10%.

® Extending tax exemptions of contri-
butions made to trust funds for envi-
ronmental restoration beyond mining
to other industrial sectors such as
landfills, salvage sites, aggregates, and
materials recycling and refining.

® Permitting owners of large rental resi-
dential buildings to qualify for an
investment tax credit of up to $2,000
per unit for investing in renovations
for energy efficiency and heating/cool-
ing from renewable energy. This is
subject to certification that energy
performance will be at least 20%
better than NECB reference levels.@

Update on programs

Financial Services

The NRTEE has produced a preliminary
report on two specific program themes:
the redevelopment of brownfields and
improving site-specific data on the envi-
ronmental condition of land. The report
builds on findings from three multi-
stakeholder workshops, held successively
across the country from October to
November 1996. The report will be
debated further at two additional stake-
holder meetings, one in Calgary on
February 20, and another in Montreal on
March 6. The full results will be published
in a State of the Debate report in 1997.

Foreign Policy

In preparation for the Asia Pacific
Economic Cooperation (APEC) Summit
in November 1997, hosted by Canada,
the NRTEE is anchoring its Foreign
Policy program on the theme of sustain-
able cities. This topic is central to the
APEC Summit and several APEC
Ministerial meetings on energy, trans-
portation and sustainable development
that will be held before the Summit. The
Round Table will sponsor a multistake-
holder workshop in February to promote
debate. Findings will be presented to
APEC officials in advance of a
Ministerial meeting in April.

On October 17, the NRTEE hosted the
first ever business-focussed workshop for
the 20th World Conservation Congress
of the IUCN (World Conservation
Union), held in Montreal. Canadian
business leaders from the energy sector
and non-industry experts debated fac-
toring sustainable development into cor-
porate planning.

The NRTEE has published a discus-
sion paper used at the workshop to spur
debate: Business Strategies for Sustainable
Development in the Canadian Energy
Sector, which is available through Renouf
Publishing Co. Ltd.

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Rio + 5

The Round Table has accepted a request
by the Earth Council to spearhead a
national and regional consultation in
support of the Rio + 5 forum in March
1997 that will explore lessons learned
since the Earth Summit. The NRTEE’s
regional consultation was held in
Montreal on November 22 in collabora-
tion with the U.S. President’s Council
and the Mexican National Consultative
Council on Sustainable Development.
The three groups addressed the role of
national councils on sustainable develop-
ment in seeking solutions to specific
issues. The national consultations will be
held in Ottawa and will focus on three
key domestic issues: Forests, January 21;
Energy, January 24; and
Oceans/Fisheries, February 11, 1997.

Ocean Environment and
Resources

Through extensive consultations with
stakeholders in round table workshops
and participation at major conferences,
including the TUCN World Conservation
Congress in Montreal last October, the
NRTEE has assembled a database of over
1,000 individuals and organizations with
an interest in ocean co-management.
This includes participants at a Pacific
round table held in Steveston, British
Columbia, on November 23. The stake-
holders addressed community capacity
building and examined co-management
principles recently applied in the Fraser
Basin Management initiative.

The NRTEE is currently preparing an
issues paper that will analyse ocean co-
management themes emerging from
these meetings. It will serve as a basis for
discussion at a national round table
scheduled for March 1997.

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Steering transportation
toward a sustainable
path

A backgrounder commissioned by the
NRTEFE’s Task Force on Transportation
and Energy has just been released. The
new backgrounder presents a review of
the domestic and international literature
on sustainable transportation.

Tt states that Canada’s current path of
transportation is unsustainable. Factors
include population growth, low-density
urban settlement patterns, the explosion
of global communications and the com-
petitive advantages of energy-intensive
modes of transport. These factors have
deep roots in Canadian social values and
lifestyles as well as in the country’s eco-
nomic system and political structure.

According to the report, achieving
sustainable transportation will require

integrated policy instruments that rely
on a variety of approaches. These
include: regulations, economic incen-
tives, education and information, trans-
portation and land-use planning, and
technology development. Also essential is
a coordinated approach involving all lev-
els of government and other stakeholders
to ensure that policy packages are consis-
tent with jurisdictional responsibilities,
avold duplication, and exploit synergies
among policy instruments.
