Compliance, monitoring
and enforcement

Natural resource officers help ensure that mining is done responsibly and
the environment is protected. They monitor and inspect mine sites and
enforce Yukon’'s laws and regulations.

We're considering a suite of new enforcement tools and penalties. Our
goal is to ensure proponents follow all the requirements that are part of
their licence. We are also considering ways to enable the greater
involvement of Indigenous governments in compliance, monitoring, and
enforcement.

Natural resource officers have limited tools at their disposal when
ensuring proponents comply with the requirements in their permits and
licences. Existing penalties are not always effective deterrents.

Information isn't always easily accessible, and many Indigenous
