SUMMARY - After years of looking for the source os the Ten Mile 

silver and gold showings, I have , in my mind reached a 

conclusion as to the main source. Placer gold and trace 

minerals, mainly garnet and black magnetite were prospected 

"̂-̂^ and followed fromthe Ten Mile area to the mouth and down the 

Yukon River 4 -5 miles. No gold or trace minerals in any 

amount were found upstream on the Yukon River from the mouth 

of the Sixty Mile River. Prospect shafts were dug in several 

locations (map insert). Up to 100 fine flour gold colors 

were panned on a small island in front of the Sixty Mile 

mouth. The river was very low at this time. Gold values up 

to $2.75 a yar'd were found on lower bedrock terraces down­

stream from the mouth of Sixty Mile. What I thought was an 

old buried channel connecting Sixty Mile to the Sixty Mile 

Slough was prospected with a six foot deep shaft. Float 

gravel was on the surface in this area> but it did not go 

,_ down from the surface. Frozen ground was encountered so I

't̂  could not dig further. The prospect was approximately 3/4 

of a mile from the Yukon River. THe hole was filled back in 
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as trappers and other people use this trail . It appears to 

be faulted and had asmall mag. reading. Garnets found in 

samples from the prospect areas have the same shist like 

characteristics as the garnets from Ten Mile. Skarn type 

contacts were searched for along the Yukon River but none 

were found. My opinion is that this gold and trace minerals 

come out of the Sixty Mile drainage from the Ten Mile area. 

Out flow from the Pre Reid Glaciation tĥ &Tcame out of the 

Stewart River to the Indian River , likely filled up the 

Sixty Mile River Valley and went as far as 13 Mile Creek, 

and up 2-3 miles in Ten Mile Creek. iTcould have possibly 

gone up Sestak Creek and around, down to Ten Mile. When this 

receded it transfered some of the gold from Ten Mile down 

Sixty Mile to the Yukon River . 

A vein of light brown druzzy guartz -8 feet wide was 

prospected about 6 miles upstream from the mouth of the 

Sixty Mile River.It is located on a bluff approximately 

200 feet from the Sixty Mile Valley floor in line with the 

Ten Mile fault. This vein would have to be showing on a 

cross fault which is a good place to prospect. This vein 

and several other smaller veins come up through a fractured 

Granite to Granite Gniess. Gold and Silver anomalies were 

found on the 8 foot wide vein and another area 1000 feet 

away , with some Jasper. Mr. Bostock assayed this 8 foot 

vein at .117 oz./ton, the highest found in the area. 

(Bostock report insert) I believe this vein extended 2-3 
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miles up Ten Mile Creek at a higher level and contributed 

to the Ten Mile Creek gold and silver minerals. Pieces of 

rough quartz - up to 3 feet across are found on hillsides 

of the Ten Mile drainage area. This vein likely varies with 

gold values on strike and if drilled could contain more gold 

further down. Float and pieces of the vein itself were 

crushed and panned . A mailable silver oxidized metal was 

found, I believe it to be Silver Chloride. 

Some Jasper was found in the same area as the 8 foot 

wide vein. When assayed this showed some gold and silver. 

In conclusion I feel this vein system could be mineralized 

for several miles at depth and is a good prospect for future 

developement. In my years of prospecting and reading much 

of Bostock, he is usually right. He says the possibilities 

of more gold on strike is possible in this vein. 

A four wheel A.T.V. and Jeep were rented for trans­

port of people and supplies . A 11 foot inflatable boat 

was rented to travel shallow waters on the back sloughs 

of the Yukon River. Air travel was by Bonanza Aviation.

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value, but the prospects are certainly encouraging enough to warrant 
further investigation. 

The e.xistence of a group of (luartz veins at the head of Victoria gulch, 
carrying free gold in such quantities, is interesting from the fact that the pay 
streak on Bonanza creek practically stops at the mouth of this gulch. Vic­
toria gulch itself is gold-bearing, and the gold obtained near its head is rough 
and unworn and looks as if it had just dropped out of its original matrix. 
I t is not inferred from this, of course, that all the gold on Bonanza creek 
originated from this source, as the coarse gold found along this stream could 
not have travelled any distance, but that some of it came from this point

The dredging operations at Cassiar bar, on the Lewes river, in 1900 
l)roved a failure, .•\bout 50,000 cubic yards of gravel were washed, and 
the average yield, so 1 was informed by one of those interested, aver.>.ged 
only five cents per cubic yard. The bar has been abandoned and the plant 
transferred to a claim on Bonanza creek, where it is reported to be doing 
satisfactory work, ("assiar bar was worked in early days by the miners, and 
was supposed to offer exceptional facilities for dredging. The failure there 
has, on this account, led to an impression that a like result would attend 
dredging operations in any part of the district. This opinion, it seems to me, 
is not well founded. Cassiar bar is situated a long distance from the source 
of supply and, as a consequence, the gold is very light, and is confined, as 
is usual in such circumstances, to a thin la\ er of gravel immediateh- beneath 
the surface. The conditions are entirely different on streams or portions of 
streams, near to, or cutt ing the rocks from which the gold originates. The 
grains in the latter case arc heavier, are less easily moved, and the gravels 
increase in richness, as a rule, towards bed-rock. The bars on Forty-mile 
river, a stream cutting the gold-bearing schists throughout nearly its whole 
course, afford a good example of this. The gold on the auriferous bars on 
this stream is much coarser than that obtained from Cassiar bar and the 
best pay occurs near bed-rock. The gravels on the Klondike river below the 
mouths of the gold-bearing creeks has been |)roveil to be auriferous to some

extent down to bed-rock, and gold, in grains nuuh coarser than the ordinar\' 
flake gold of river-bars, has been found in the bed of the -Stewart, and also 
on the bars of the Big Salmon. Whether dredging would pa\ on any of the 
streams mentioned, is a (luestion which can only be answered by careful 
prospecting or actual work, but it is obvious that the result of a single 
experiment cannot be accepted as settling the matter in the negative for the 
whole district.
