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Introduction

This report gives a description of the geological exploration work on the UNRLT of the
California Creek Mineral Project, in the Yukon Mining Incentives Program (YMIP).
Contribution Agreement # 09-005 was signed on June, 09 2009. This report made by the
representative of the applicant ABVALGOLD Corporation, Leonid Reshetov, with the
participation of Alexander Reshetov and Vasily Reshetov.

The project was completed within the period from 12 June to 22 July 2009, participated
in three persons:

1) geologist Leonid Reshetov;
2) geologist Andriy Kryzhanivskyy;
3) prospector Alexander Reshetov.

UNRLT of the California Creek Project has been drawn up taking into account the
requirements set out in the YUKON MINING INCENTIVES PROGRAM GUIDEBOOK, to
stage Target Evaluation.

The amount of planned work based on the alleged 01 August 2008, Proposed Work
Program, by Placer Prospecting Lease: test trenches by hand or small excavation, or hand
shafting. Proposed method of sampling and evaluating sites: hand panning to test or small sluice.

Budget of Upper California Creek project, except for the production of excavation, also
inctuded the cost of sampling and chemical analysis of 80 samples. The duration of the work was
planned in 40 days, by 2-3 people. The total projected cost of $ 40,530.00

The actual amount of work by the number of manually excavated pits, trenches and shafts
is generally higher than envisaged in the project. It was taken more than the planned number of
samples and sent to Toronto for chemical analysis.

To purchase the necessary products, tools and supplies for field works, travel to Dawson
City about once every 10 days. Used self-owned transport and some of the equipment, these
costs are taken into account (25 % of commercial rates) in accordance with the "Guidelines for
Rental / Other Rates relating to YMIP claims".

The aggregate amount of costs was $§ 40,334.46, all expenditure data contained in this
report.

In this report we have to admit that our main problem, the organization of exploration, it
was underfunded. When we applied for business loans in the bank, the first question - the term of
the company, and if it is less than two years, then advised to come later. The second main point
for banks - high risk investments in geological exploration, there is no guarantee of return on
invested funds.

Our financial resources are not allowed to rent a small bulldozer, excavator and drilling
machine. Entire volume of excavation was carried out manually with shovels, buckets and a
pick.

In addition, continued research on the neighboring areas, and other tributaries of
California Creek, on the watershed along the road leading to the site from the highway "Top of
the world". We find interesting samples of rocks, the search for areas of sulphide mineralization
and gold ore. Based on the information received, further studies are planned.

1. Brief description of location, geology, topography
and climatic conditions in the area of operations

The site is located in valley California Creek, left tributary to the Sixtymile River on
distance of 50 km to a southwest from Dawson City.

To reach the location it is possible using a ferry connecting Dawson City with HWY*2
“Top of the world” for leaders to Alaska of the USA.

On 74 km of highway, turn on soil road going on a crest and slopes of mountain river
valleys follows. The distance up to a site makes 14 km. (map #1)

The site is located in a valley tributary (UNRLT) of California Creek (in its upper part). It
starts from the border with neighboring sites at the confluence, and stretches for 2 miles to the
north-north-westerly direction (Photo #1).

Bedrock Geology

At the Boundary and down the valley to Bedrock Creek, the rock consist principally of igneous shists of
various kinds, largely granite-gneisses, with which are associated some quarztites and other clastic shists. These
shists constitute the gold-bearing rocks. In the places these pebbles become very abundant and the rock may be
classed as a conglomerate with a friable sandy matrix much resembling mortar. At the head of California Creek,
heavy beds of a compact indurated conglomerate occur, overlain by loose sands and gravels, probably derived, in
part, from the from the destruction of the conglomerate. The pebbles consists of quartz, quartz-mica shists, mica
shists, and vary in diameter from 1 to 6 inches. The pebbles are embedded in a matrix of quartz and mica, and the
rock probably owes its indurated character to the infiltration of siliceous solutions as a result of the extrusion of
volcanics close at hand. The sediments are always friable and slightly coherent, except where they have been
invaded by, or are close to, masses of igneous rocks.

Though the absence of fossils makes beds age difficult to determine, their structural relations show therr
participated in the movement of Yukon Plateau prior to its uplift and subsequent planation. This beds are
considered to be pre-Miocene. Never Volcanics - name was applied to cover a series of andesites, diabases, basalts,
and allied rocks of Tertiary age. Several areas of similar rocks in Sixtymile district have been provisionally assigned
to these group. The largest lies in the vicinity of the creeks producing placer gold along Sixtymile River between
Bedrock and Fivemile Creeks. On the head of California Creek it outcrops.

Work History

1985- In July and August, an exploration program involving bulldozer trenching and bulk sampling was
completed. Thirteen trenches were excavated. Frozen coarse gravels 8 to 11 feet thick were encountered.
Calculations by Al Ollson indicated grades of $7 to $47 (approximately 0.02 to 0.12 ounces) per cubic yard, with an
average of $18 (approximately 0.045 ounces) per cubic yard.

Work History

1985- A rotary drill program, completing 1,215 feet in 61 holes, was undertaken. Frozen silt and gravel
were encountered down to bedrock, which averaged 6 to 10 feet, but ranged as deep as 30 feet. Samples were taken
every 2 feet and nearly all intervals contained gold. The highest value assayed for gold (screened to minus 12 mesh)
was 0.0229 ounces per ton taken in the 2 feet above bedrock at a depth of 16 feet. Six samples contained nuggets
plus 2 mesh or greater in size, but these were not associated with any fine gold.



The area, where work on the project, has the geographic coordinates:
64 °6.25 '+ 64 ° 7.15' latitude and
140 ° 21.6 '+ 140 ° 23.85' longitude.
GPS coordinates of posts Post # 2 (Photo 2) and Post # 1 (Photo 3), the location of
exploration pits, ditches, trenches and sampling locations are presented in the table and put on
the scheme.

The main Camp (Photo 4) was near a road, in front of a merger tributary (UNRLT) of
California Creek with upper part of California Creek, where the borders of neighboring sites.




Unlike the previous summer season in 2008, when we were raining, summer of 2009 was
dry and hot. There are numerous pockets of forest fires in the area Sixtymile River, the smoke of
which cover the time and our land. (Photo 5,6,7). Twice we had to temporarily leave our land
because of intense smoke.

Upon arrival to the place of work, we established base camp on the site of last year's
camp and the first thing "reactivated" our TOYOTA, who spent the winter in the mountains,
sheltered from the snow (Photo 8,9).

Then, we are equipped camp with canopies for protection from the rain of our equipment
and foodstuffs.

In connection with the dry weather and increased risk of forest fires, we have restricted
the cultivation of the fire and used a portable gas stove for cooking (Photo 10,11).

Throughout the season works in the California Creek, we lived in tents installed in the
main camp (Photo 12,13).
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I1. Planned work and their implementation.

The main attention was directed to the study of buried sediments on the ancient side of
the valley UNRLT of the California Creek. The previous exploration work (more than 25 years
ago) was stripping the two sites on both sides of the valley (Photo 14). We have selected sites in
the deepest bulldozing trenches for manual digging of pits, to take samples with the greatest
possible depth in the thickness of sedimentary deposits.

We dug a hole here three, a maximum depth of about 6 meters and took samples at
intervals of once every 0.25 m depth. Traversed manually pits to reach the bedrock, we could
not.

At the top of the valley UNRLT of the California Creek we were faced with difficulties
stemming from the fact that from a depth of 0.5 - 0.8 meters of permafrost layers appeared
thicker than 1 meter. We had to wait for thawing of permafrost and deepening pit for many days.
In several places we could not dig through the intervals with permafrost.

In the upper part of the valley had been dug two ditches length of 6 meters and a depth of
up to 1.8 meters, samples are taken every 0.5 meters in length and depth.

Hand shafts ## 1, 2, 3 (Photo 15 + 34) were dug on the right side of the valley UNRLT
of the California Creek. Here, more than 25 years ago, was overburden (clearing, stripping) a
significant area (for more than 1.5 km). Depth bulldozing trenches is around 6m (in the place
which is outside the area of work) on the surface, where the plants grow. Within the area of work
the maximum depth of bulldozing trenches 2-2.5 meters.

Debris from weakly rounded to well rounded, the size of the largest boulders up to 45¢cm
(about 5% of the total mass). The composition of the debris (mainly sedimentary rocks) varied:
gray shale and dark gray, conglomerates, breccias, sandstones, quartz white and rust colors.

The top intervals of the pits (down to 2 + 3 m) presented in layers of debris of mainly

small and medium size, but weakly expressed. Large boulders are found at different intervals.
(Photo 19,22,23)

Hand shaft #1.

Digging a hand shaft #1 was launched during the work in 2008. Place for it digging was
chosen in the deepest part of bulldozer trenches. This trench was 10 meters from the main camp.
However, due to heavy rains flooded it. In summer 2009 he was in the area of new project work.
After clearing and deepening the hole we have taken the necessary samples. (Photo 16 + 18)

Trench dug on the right, orographic, side of the valley UNRLT of California Creek, 30
meters from the bed, slipped on the alluvial fans of the slope. Soil-vegetation layer consists of
closely interwoven root systems of wetland plants. Thickness of 0.4 - 0.5 meters. Above weakly
decomposed peat with different backgrounds - 0.4m, below the peat is black and dark brown to a
depth of 0.7m in the permafrost. Permafrost includes strong ground particles of bedrock, sand
and clay and clay texture (kaolinite). Approximately 20-30% is not rounded detrital fragments of
up to 0.08m from the shale of gray. The depth of the pit was only 1 meter. For 20 days, the hole
deepened the excavation after natural thawing of permafrost. (Photo 35 + 38)
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Test tranche # 2 was dug next to the Hand shaft # 5, as it continued down the slope to
the channel of a small right tributary. Direction strike ditch 320 ®° NW. Size 1.2m deep x 3.0m
length x 1.10m width. Layer of permafrost begins at a depth of 0.5m, under the soil-vegetable
layer. Below the depth of 0.8m gravel and clay, then a layer of well decomposed peaty soil to
0.9m. Beneath the sand begins with poorly rounded gravel from the wreckage of shale. Then,
there are found boulders up to 0.30m. (Photo 39 + 44)

Hand shaft # 7 had been dug on the opposite side of the valley UNRLT of the California
Creek. Second place of the bulldozer stripping from the past exploration has been done on the
left (orographic) side of the valley. (Photo 47,49)

Nature of sedimentary deposits similar in size and composition of the debris found rocks:

shales gray and dark gray, conglomerates, breccias, sandstones, quartz white and brownish
colors. (Photo 48 + 54)

Ditch dug on the right bank of the creek at 10 meters from the channel. Direction of strike
ditch 340° NW. Sizes 6m long x 1.2m deep x 1.1m wide.

The thickness of the soil-vegetation layer is 0.4m, further to a depth is 0.9m, medium
gravel, below the large rubble. Filler - clay material with mica glitter. There are not rounded
fragments of shale up to 0.2m. Color clay in different parts of the ditch is brown, green, pink-
and-light brown. Primer at the depth of over 0.6m has mostly gray and black-and-gray color.

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IV Conclusions and recommendations

Unfortunately the volume of this work without the use of technology does not allow to
draw final conclusions about the viability and profitability of gold mining 1n the area

Drilling 1s necessary since the thickness of sediment on the sides of the valley 1s big In
many places we find the lens of permafrost Therefore manually digging pits and ditches 1s very
difficult

The effectiveness of exploration and appraisal work greatly increases the application of
geophysical methods such as electrical defining the boundaries of bedrock X Ray Fluorescence
technique for rapid analysis of the existence and content of the metals in the samples of different
nature core ores concentrate

Since the corporation was registered just one year ago it failed to get a business loan
Banks are considering the application of existing companies 1s not less than two years
Therefore 1n the near future we hope to better their opportunities in project finance

The good news was that the financing of exploration program YMIP increases including
the assessment stage up to 50 thousand dollars

Exploration work conducted on the Upper California Creek project YMIP the summer of
2008 confirmed the gold sector The maximum content of gold in the studied areas a little more
than 1 gram per ton estimated

Requires good equipment for sluice can collect small floating gold The economic
advisability of industrial gold mining in need of additional calculations and will also depend on
the current world price

Summing up the research of two summer seasons (Upper California Creek project YMIP
2008 and (UNRLT) of Califormia Creek project YMIP 2009) can be said that we would like to
contmue exploration work 1n the valleys of Califormia Creek and its tributaries but with the use
of technical means rig and geophysical equipment

Because gold 1s here 1t 1s a floating small content that requires the use of improved
means of cleaning The main problem 1s to find the money to start commercial production
Unfortunately ours own financial capabilities are not yet allow for more extensive research But
thanks to financial support from the Government of Yukon in YMIP we hope in the next few
years to have good results on the development of gold mining business
