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SUMMARY 

This report describes a geophysical and geochemical survey program conducted along 
the Stewart River, from the Moose Creek campground to the McQuesten River in the 
Mayo and Dawson mining districts. The survey was conducted between September 10 
and October 22, 2009 to locate placer gold deposits in the area. 

The work was performed by a two man crew at the beginning of the program and was 
concluded by a four man crew in October. The crews dug sample pits and collected 13 
samples for assay. The crew performed a magnetic survey on three of the four target 
areas sampled. 

The samples showed no significant placer gold in 12 of the 13 samples collected. The 
sample that showed significant placer gold content was the target located at the 
downstream extent of the program area.

1.0 INTRODUCTION 

This report describes exploration and sampling conducted on the Stewart River in the 
Dawson and Mayo Mining Districts, Yukon Territory. This work was conducted to 
evaluate the potential of placer deposits on the Stewart River area. 

2.0 LOCATION AND ACCESS 

The project area is located along the Stewart River from Moose Creek in the southeast 
to McQuesten River in the northwest on NTS 115 P 11. The project location is shown 
in Figure 1 and Figure 2 illustrates the project area in more detail. The project area is 
bounded by 63° 30' N 137° 30' W in the southwest to 63° 40' N 137° 00' W in the 
northeast. The project area is located in the Mayo Mining District with one of the 
sample sites located in the Dawson Mining District. The project area is accessible from 
the Moose Creek campground by boat during the summer months, by snowmachine 
during the winter months and by helicopter year round. The nearest helicopter base is 
located in Mayo, 65 km E of the centre of the project area. 

3.0 MINERAL TENURE 

Figure 2 is a mosaic assembled from the claim maps in the project area. There are no 
significant placer claim holdings in the project area with only a few claims near the 
Steamboat Bar airstrip. There are Nacho Nyak Dun First Nation lands along the 
Stewart River from Moose Creek through to Clear Creek. All prospecting activity and 
geophysical surveying was performed on Crown Land. 

4.0 DESCRIPTION OF W O R K PROGRAM

prospecting, geophysical surveying and sampling that was carried out.

5.0 PHYSIOGRAPHY & CLIMATE 

The project area is located along the Stewart River. The elevation in the area is from 
approximately 1400 feet along the Stewart River to 4100 feet NW of the project area. 

The climate in the property area consists of long, cold winters; short generally dry 
summers; and short spring and fall seasons. The climate in the property area consists 
of long, cold winters; short wet summers; and brief spring and fall seasons. At Mayo, 
the closest nearby community with climate data, annual temperatures range from -30° C 
in January to 20° C in July and precipitation averages 31.3 cm, with the majority falling 
during the summer months of June through August.

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6.0 REGIONAL GEOLOGY 

The regional can be seen on figure 3 and shows that in the project area the majority of 
the geology consists of Quatemary elastics (Q) extending into mid-Cretaceous 
granite/quartz monzonite/granodiorite (mKqC) at the westem extent of the project area. 
To the northeast of the project area the geology consists of Upper Proterozoic to Lower 
Cambrian clastis and limestones (PCH4) and Late Cretaceous granite/quartz monzonite 
(LKqM). 

7.0 RESULTS 

This section describes the results of the magnetic surveys and the geochemical surveys 
performed in the project area. 

7.1 Magnetic surveys 

The magnetic survey at the target 1 location (Figure 4) shows a magnetic high in the SE 
region and a magnetic low in the NW region of the target area. The total magnetic field 
in the survey area varied by approximately 55nT. 

The magnetic survey at the target 2 location (Figure 5) shows a magnetic high in the 
NE region and a magnetic low in the SW region of the target area. The total magnetic 
field in the survey area varied by approximately 35nT. 

The magnetic survey at the target 4 location (Figure 6) shows a magnetic high in the 
eastem region and a second magnetic high in the eastem region. The survey also 
shows a NW trending magnetic low in the center of the survey area between the two 
magnetic highs. The total magnetic field in the survey area varied by approximately 
85nT. 

7.1 Geochemical Surveys 

This section describes the results of the geochemical surveys performed. A total of 13 
samples were collected and sent for analysis. A complete summary of the analysis 
results is contained in Appendix C. 

Sample 13, obtained at target 1, was the only sample to show significant assay results 
at 1.47 g/t (0.043 oz/t). The rest of the samples were near or below detection limit 

8.0 CONCLUSIONS 

The resulte of the magnetic and geochemical surveys conducted to date in the project 
area support the following conclusions: 

a. No significant mineralization was found in the upstream target areas. 

b. Assay results from target 1, in the downstream region, showed increased Au 
content,
